Los sándwiches Very Hungry Caterpillar 
 
Estos pequeños y lindos sándwiches están alineados para parecerse a la oruga muy hambrienta del muy querido li-
bro infantil de Eric Carle. ¡Póngalos en la mesa de su fiesta y sus mini invitados los comprarán! 
 

Ingredientes 
 

2 panes blancos, rebanados verticalmente (necesitarás 12 rebanadas) 
Mantequilla 
6 lonchas de jamón 
6 rebanadas de pollo 
6 rebanadas de queso  
1 tomate pequeño 
1 tallo de cebolla verde (o también puedes usar apio) 

 

• Coloca 2 rebanadas de pan en una tabla de cortar. Mantequilla ambas piezas. Coloque el jamón en una rebanada, luego cu-

bra con la otra rebanada con mantequilla. Repite para hacer un sándwich de pollo y luego uno de queso. 

 

• Recorta 5 círculos de cada sándwich con un mini cortador de galletas. 

 

• Colóquelo en un plato en forma ondulada para formar el cuerpo de la oruga: puede alternar cada sabor de sándwich si lo 

desea. Coloque el tomate al comienzo del cuerpo para que se convierta en la cabeza de la oruga. A continuación, corte dos 
óvalos muy pequeños de queso para los ojos. Frote con mantequilla para que actúe como un "pegamento", luego pegue sobre 
el tomate para comenzar a formar la cara de la oruga. Corta pequeños trozos de cebolla verde para las pupilas (de nuevo, 

usando mantequilla para "pegarlos" a los ojos). Corta dos hebras largas del tallo de cebolla para que actúen como palpadores 
de la oruga, y fójalo en el tomate con palillos de dientes. Vea nuestro video a continuación como guía. Cuando termine, cubra 

su oruga sándwich con una envoltura de plástico y refrigere hasta que esté lista para servir.

The Very Hungry Caterpillar sandwiches 
These cute little sandwiches are lined up to look just like the Very 
Hungry Caterpillar from Eric Carle's much-loved children's book. 
Pop them onto your party table and your mini guests will snap 
them up! 

Ingredients 

2 loaves white bread, sliced vertically (you will need 12 slices) 
butter  
6 slices ham 
6 slices chicken 
6 slices cheese 
1 small tomato 
1 green onion stalk (or you can also use celery) 

Family Fun Snacks Everyone 
Can Enjoy 

• Lay 2 slices of bread out on a cutting board. But-

ter both pieces. Place ham on one slice, then cov-

er with the other buttered slice. Repeat to make a 

chicken sandwich and then a cheese one. 

 

• Cut out 5 circles from each sandwich using a mini 

cookie cutter. 

 

• Place on a platter in a wiggly shape to form the 

caterpillar's body - you can alternate each sand-
wich flavor if you like. Position tomato at the start 

of the body to become the caterpillar's head. Next, 
cut out two very small ovals of cheese for the 
eyes. Dab with butter to act as a 'glue', then stick 

onto the tomato to start forming the caterpillar's 
face. Slice small pieces of green onion for the 
pupils (again, using butter to 'glue' them to the 

eyes). Cut two long strands from the onion stalk to 
act as the caterpillar's feelers, and fix onto the 
tomato using toothpicks. See our video below as 

a guide. When finished, cover your sandwich cat-
erpillar with plastic wrap and refrigerate until
